> To apply for an OAS — WKU scholarship, applicants must register with the OAS by providing the
following documents:
1. ID —scan or photo of passport page that contains the applicant’s full name, date of birth, and
country of citizenship.
2. Admission letter — unconditional admission letter from WKU.

> After receiving the admission letter from WKU, please email a copy of the admission letter and request
access to the OAS online scholarship application form via email at  scholarships@oas.org

» ALL documents must be combined into one (1) single PDF file (no larger than 5SMB). If the file is
larger than 5SMB, you will not be able to submit the online form. The application system does not allow
for more than one document to be uploaded. Do not include any additional documents besides those
indicated.

» Only applicants with proof of admission to WKU will be allowed to apply for scholarship
consideration.

v" Applicants can also apply for the Rowe Fund, which is an educational loan program of the OAS that helps
citizens from Latin America and the Caribbean to finance their studies in accredited universities across the
United States by awarding interest-free loans of up to US$15,000 dollars.

o Scholarship Recipients of Bahamian citizenship who do not apply to the OAS/Government of The
Bahamas Scholarship Program may pursue any of the programs of study included in the OAS-WKU
Scholarship announcement.

o Scholarship Recipients of Bahamian citizenship who receive scholarship funds from the Government
of the Commonwealth of the Bahamas, through the OAS-Government of the Commonwealth of the
Bahamas Scholarship Program, must maintain a minimum GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale.

» Submit a complete scholarship application with all required supporting documents
> Be a citizen and/or permanent legal resident of any OAS member state, except the United States.

The following applicants are ineligible:
® Current OAS scholarship holders

® OAS Permanent officials and their immediate relatives.

V.SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION CRITERIA:
v The merits and overall credentials of the candidate, including his/her academic and professional
background,;
v Applicants who portray the highest potential for impact upon return to their countries of origin; and
v' Gender diversity.

V¥V SCHOLARSHIP SELECTION PROCESS:
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Selection Western Kentucky University and the OAS will select the scholarship awardees. The
Committee names of the scholarship awardees will be published in August 2021 at
Www.0as.org/scholarships.
Notification of The OAS will contact selected candidates by email with the scholarship offer and
selected instructions for the scholarship acceptance. Applicants who are not selected will not
candidates be contacted.

V¥V DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITY OF THE SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENT:

v The scholarship will be formally awarded only after the selected awardees have signed an OAS/WKU
Acceptance Form, in which the awardees formally accept the scholarship and agree to its terms and
conditions.

v'Scholarship recipients will be admitted to the Western Kentucky Univeristy’s International Pathway
to Academic Success (IPAS). IPAS is an exclusive and supportive student centered program in which
qualified students earn credit toward their degree in a small class setting with WKU professors that
are well versed in teaching international students. Students are in IPAS for one semester and will
move on upon successful completion of one semester in good standing. Students are permitted to opt
in the IPAS for an additional semester (total of 2 semesters) if they wish. IPAS does not delay
graduation.

v Refrain from activities that are inconsistent with the status of an OAS Scholarship recipient, abiding
by the regulations referred to in this Acceptance Form.

v' Comply with all the academic guidelines and admission requirements requested by WKU and submit

to the updates of these guidelines and requirements made by the academic authorities at WKU.

Comply with the provisions indicated in the "Financial responsibilities of awardees.”

To retain the scholarship, Scholarship recipients should maintain strong academic performance (GPA

must be at least equivalent to 2.0/4.0), due to absence from the program and/or course failure.

v The scholarship can be declined by the scholarship recipient before the start date of the program
without financial penalties. However, if s/he declines the scholarship after that date without proof of
force majeure, the OAS and WKU may require the Scholarship recipient to reimburse all funding
granted to her/him with the scholarship at the time in which the declination is processed.

v/ Commitment to return to work in their sponsoring country or legal residence in one of the OAS
member states, or at an international organization, for at least the length of the duration of the
scholarship. Failure to comply with this commitment, the GS/OAS and/or the WKU could seek
reimbursement for the total value of the scholarship awarded.
